Tracking Unread and Read Forum Posts in LATTE 1.6

With the upgrade of LATTE on May 27, 2009, the way you keep track of the forum posts
that you have read has changed. Previously, whenever you viewed a forum thread,
LATTE would automatically mark the forum posts as read, regardless of whether you
had actually read the posts or just displayed them on the page.

The new LATTE gives you control over indicating which forum posts you have read.

Below is a forum’s homepage, showing you the number of unread posts in each
discussion thread.
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Marking New Forum Posts as Read — One at a Time

Once you have entered a discussion thread, you will see all forum posts in that
discussion. Unread posts are marked with a blue border; read posts are marked with a
narrow brown border.

To keep track of the forum posts you have read, click the “Mark read” link. The border
around the post will change from blue to brown, and the “Mark read” link will turn to
“Mark unread.” Additionally, LATTE will now remove the post from the “Unread” total
displayed on the forum homepage.

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Below is forum post marked as read. This can be undone by clicking the “Mark unread”
link.
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Marking New Forum Posts as Read — By Discussion Thread
If you don’t want to mark each forum post in a discussion thread individually, you can

mark all current posts in the discussion as read. To do this, click on the green
checkmark next to the unread post number in the discussion thread row.
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Once you have done this, all current unread forum posts in the discussion thread will be
marked as read. When a new forum post is made, it will appear as a new unread post in
the discussion thread.
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Marking New Forum Posts as Read — By Forum

Just as you can mark all unread posts in a single discussion thread as read, you can also
mark all current posts within a forum as read with a single click. Click the green
checkmark next to “Unread”.
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After you click the green checkmark, all current unread posts in every discussion thread
will be marked as read.
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
